New film about world hunger offers compelling examination of both the problem and solutions

Silent Killer: The Unfinished Campaign Against Hunger

Silent Killer is a powerful new documentary that tells us that there are still a billion hungry people in the world and that 15,000 children—the equivalent of five times the victims of the World Trade Center bombings—die each day of hunger. Yet it doesn’t have to be this way. Taking us to South Africa, Kenya, and Brazil the documentary provides the viewer with a message of optimism that innovative programs are showing us how global hunger can be eradicated. The documentary and its companion Web Site (www.SilentKillerFilm.org) will provide viewers with inspiration and information to become part of the effort to end hunger.

The screening – on Thursday, March 6, 2008 at 8:00 pm – will take place in Phillips Hall in the Performing Arts Center on Cal Poly’s campus. Immediately following, we will have an auction of donated items from local businesses. All profits will be going towards Friends of the World Food Program.
